The Senate Rule governing the process to elect a faculty member to membership on the Board of Trustees states:

"The second ballot (or the first if three or fewer persons are nominated) shall contain a brief biographical sketch of the candidates and may contain a brief statement by the candidates. Each voter shall indicate a first choice and may indicate a second choice. All of the first choice ballots will be counted, and any person who receives a majority of votes will be elected.  If no one receives a majority, a choice will be made between the two candidates with the larger number of votes.  The second choice votes of the remaining candidate will be added to the first choice votes received by the top two candidates, and the person with the larger number of votes will be elected.  (In the event of a tie at that stage, the candidate with the larger number of first choice votes will be elected.)"

NOTE:  The faculty member on the Board of Trustees will be elected on this ballot.
