Lecture 16 – Conflicts and Conspiracies: Secular and Religious Authority in the High Middle Ages

Summary
In this lecture we focus on conflicts between secular and religious authority in the 10th and 11th centuries, as personified in the lives of Pope Gregory VII and Holy Roman Emperor Henry IV, a conflict that has come to be known as the Investiture Controversy.
